LAST-MINUTE CAMPAIGNING

Police have formed a political action committee and have taken out advertisements in a local newspaper. Bruce
Marcus, of Marcus Communications, began mailing a questionand- answer sheet encouraging voters to vote against
the proposal. Marcus’ proposal was rejected by town officials, who say the proposal did not meet the project’s
specifications. “Vote no March 2 and save 10 percent on your taxes,” the mailer reads. “Push for a better system at a
lower cost.” The police PAC’s advertisement pushes for the system as a matter of public safety.

“Right now, you are not safe in the event of an emergency,” the PAC’s flier reads. “Don’t take a 50/50 chance on your
safety.” Matt O’Connor, a spokesman for CSEA/SEIU Local 2001, a union that represents police in town, said the union
plans to ask the State Elections Enforcement Commission Monday to investigate that mailer, which he called an
“attempt to deceive” residents and may not have been sent properly through a political action committee.

“This an eleventh hour pitch coming out four days before the election which is just shameful,” O’Connor said Saturday.
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
